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Evolving Representations of Zainichi Koreans

Studies will host its 15th International Conference of
Korean Studies from August 10th to 12th, 2022. The
meeting will be held in a hybrid format —both in Osaka,
Japan, and online. Osaka is the city where the largest
population of Zainichi Koreans reside.

The Japanese colonial rule of Korea brought
immense Korean immigration to Japan, the suzerain
state. Even after the collapse of the Japanese empire,
many of them, skeptical about the future of their home
country, hesitated to go home and remained in Japan
to become Zainichi.

The first generation of Zainichi survived in an alien
country, striving to maintain the customs, the culture
and the language of their homeland. The second
generation sought their own identity, vacillating
between their country of residence and their ethnic
roots. The third generation of Zainichi share the
same dilemma as their parent generation but are
adopting Japan, a country which is becoming ‘open’ to
aliens, albeit slowly and cautiously. The fourth
generation and after seem to be enjoying an identity
that is as global as it is ethnic or national.

The decrease in the number of the mainstream
Zainichi, the old-timers and their descendants, is now
filled by the increasing number of newcomers, new
immigrants from South Korea.

Korean immigrants who ended up in China lived as
one of Chinese ethnic minorities, while those who
immigrated to the U.S. lived as Korean Americans.
Koreans in Japan, however, were not allowed such
socio-legal recognition and could not live as Korean
Japanese (or North Korean Japanese and South Korean
Japanese, respectively). Koreans in Japan have thus
lived in the country where the establishment of Korean
identity is the most difficult.

The study of Zainichi was initiated by Korean
scholars residing in Japan along with Japanese
academics, and was later adopted in South Korea. This
new trend is catching on. Zainichi is now being
highlighted as a topic of global research work in
literature, media, etc., as exemplified in Min Jin Lee’s
novel ‘Pachinko’.

This symposium has been planned to adopt this
new trend and focus on literature and the media to
better understand the “Evolving Representations of
Zainichi Koreans”.
